ORDER

Ministry of Home Affairs as per order read as paper 2 above has extended the
regulations, in the form of general lock down, for two more weeks from 04.05.2020

as a measure to contain the spread of COVID-19 pandemic.

In exercise of the powers conferred under Sec.20 (3) of the Disaster Management
Act-2005, the undersigned in his capacity as Chairperson, State Executive
Committee hereby order that the regulations in the order of MHA vide reference 2
above would be applicable to the entire State of Kerala. All District Collectors,
District Police Chiefs and Heads of departments should ensure strict
implementation of the regulations ordered by MHA to facilitate the activities
connected with the containment of COVID-19 in the State. The State Disaster
Management Authority (SDMA) should prepare the list of local bodies which need
special attention regularly and the Health Department should notify the same. The
District Collectors should notify the containment zones from this list, following
Government of India guidelines. District Collectors are authorized to order
additional regulations, if any, required in the Containment Zones. No liquor shops
would be allowed to be opened and no public transport would be allowed across
the State. MHA guidelines dated 015t May, 2020 are annexed.

Whereas under directions of the National Disaster Management Autharity
{NDMA). guidelines on lockdown measures to contain the spread of COVID-1% in all
parts of the country were issued vide Order of even number dated 24.03.2020 under
the Disaster Management Acl 2005 for a peried of 21 days with effect from
25.03.2020. Under further directions of NDMA, the lockdown period was exlended
upto 03.05.2020 vide Order of even number dated 14.04.2020 and consolidated
revised guidelines were issued vide Order of even number dated 15.04.2020

VWhereas in exercise of the powers under section 6{2)(i) of the Disaster
Management Act, 2005, NDMA has issued an Order number 1-29/2020-PP dated
01.05.2020 directing the Chairperson, NEC that lockdewn measures be continued to
be implemented in all parts of the Country, for a further period of two weeks with
effect from 04.05.202C;

Whereas under directions of the aforesaid Order of NDMA dated 01.05,2020,
and in exercise of the powers, conferred under Section 10{2)(l) of the Disaster
Management Act, 2005, fhe undersigned. in his capacity as Chairparson, NEC,
hareby issues directions to all the Ministries! Daepartments of Government of India,
State/Union Teritory Governments and State/Union Territery Authorities thal the
iockdown period is extended for a further period of two weeks with effect from
04.05 202C;

Whereas, in exercise of the powers, conferred under Section 10(2)(1) of the
Disaster Management Act, 2005, the undersigned. in his capacity as Chairperson.
NEC, hereby issues new guidelines on lockdown measures, as annexed, which will
come inte effest from C4.05.2020 for a period of two waeks, for strict implamentation,

New Guidelines on the measures to be taken by Ministries/ Departments of
Government of India, Statel UT Governments and State/ UT authoritiss for
containment of COVID-18 in the country for the extended period of Mational
Lockdown for a further period of two weeks with effect from 4 May, 2020.

[As per Ministry of Home Affairs (MHA) Order No. 40-3/2020-DM-| (A) dated 1#
May, 2020]

With the extansion of the Lockdown period for a further perod of two weeks
with effect from 4t May 2020, new guidelines, as under, will be applicable
hased on the risk profiling of the districts inte Red (Haotspot), Green and Orange
Zones.

Identification of Red {Hotspots), Green and Orange Zones

Based on their risk profils, the criteria for dividing the districts of the country
irta three zones, viz., green, red and orange, will be as follows:

a. Green Zones: Green Zones shall be defined as per the following
critera: districts with zero confirmed case §ill date; or; districts with no
cohfirmead case in the last 21 days.

b. Rad Zones or Hotspat Districts: Districts shall be defined as Red
Zonas or Hotspol districts, by Ministry of Health and Family Welfare
MeHPW), Government of India {Gol), taking info account total number
of active cases. doubling rate of confirmed cazes, extent of testing and
surveillancs feedback,

c. Orange Zones. Districts, which are neither defired as Red nor as
Green £ones, shall be Orange Zonas.

MoHPW will share the list of Red Zone (Hatspat), Orange fone and Green
Jang districts and related informaton with Statel UTs on a weekly basis or
garlier as reguired. States’ UTs on review, may consider inclusion of
additional districts az Red Zone (Hotzpots) and Crangs Zone districts
depending an the extent of spread of COVID-18 infeclion. However, States
and UTs may not lower the classification of any district, that is included
in the list of Red Zone (Hotspots) and Orange Zone districts by MoHFW.
Districte classitied either as Red or Orange Zones, may have one or mors
Municipal Corporation (MC) arsas. In such cases, States) UTs and District
administrations may make an assessment of the distribution of cases - within
the jurisdicion of the MC{s); and the area falling outside tha MC(s)
boundariss. In such cascs, the classificaticn of zones shall be as follows:

a. In case the district is classified as a Hed fone, and, there is no
confirmed case in the [ast 21 days in the area of the district outside the
limits of the MC(s), this area may be labeled as an Orange Zone.
However, due caution may be exercised in such areas so that they
remain free from COVID-18 cases,

b. In cass the district is clas=ified as an Orange Zone, and, there is no
confirmed case in the last 21 days in the area of the district outside the
limits of the MC(s), this area may be labeled as a Green Zone.
Howsvar, due caution may be exercized in such argas so that they
remain free from COVID-1%5 cases.

¢. In caze in the area of the district outside the limits of the MC (s) does
hiave one or mare confirmed case(s) in the last 21 days. this part of the
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iv.

district shall cantinue to be labeled as a Red or Orange Zone, as per
the classification of the district.

d. While assessing the classification of a zone, cases should be registered
in the zone whare the case originates, rather than where it is treated.

Identification of Containment Zones

Containment Zones shall be demarcated within Red (Hotepots) and Orange
Zones by States/ UTs and District Administrations based on the guidelines of
McHFW, The boundary of the Containment Zone shail be defined by District
Administrations taking into acceunt the following factors: magpping of cases
and contacts; geographical dispersion of cases and contacts; area with well
demarcated perimeter; and enforceability.

The boundary of the Contairment Zone will be a resicential colony. mohafla,
municipal ward, municipal zcne, Police Station area, towns efc.. in case of
urban areas; and, a village, cluster of villages, Gram Panchayats. group of
Police Stations, blocks etc., in case of rural areas.

Protocol within Containment Zones:

Intensive surveillance mechanism as outlined in the Standard Operating
Protocol (SOP) issued by MoHFW is ta be established within the Containment
Zone. The local authority shall ensure 100% coverage of Aarogya Setu
app among the residents of Confainment Zones.

In the Containment Zore, following activities shall be underaken by the local
authoritias:

a. Contact Tracing.

b. Home or Institutional gquarantining of individvals based or risk
assessment by medical officers. This risk assessment will be based cn
symptoms, contact with confirmed cases, and travel history.

c. Testing of all cases with Severe Acute Respiratory Infection (SARI),
Intluenza Like lliness (ILI} and other symptoms speaified by MOHFW.

d. House to house surveillance by special teams constituted for tis
purpose.

e. Clinical management of all cases as per protocol.

f. Counseling and educating pecple; and establishing efieciive
communication strategies.

In these Containment Zones, within Red {Hetspots) and Orangs Zones,
where maximum precaution is required, there shall be strict permeter
control to ensure that there is no movement of population in or out of these
zones excegt for medical emeargencies and for maintaining supply of essential
gocds and services. The guidelines issued in this regard by MoHFW will be
stictly implemented by State/ UT Governments and the local district
authorites.

The following activities will continue to remain prohibited across the
country, irrespective of the Zone, for a peried of two weeks with effect
from 4'" May, 2020:

All damestic ang international air travel of passengers, except for medical
services, air ambulance and for security purpases or for purposes as permitted.
by MHA,

All passenger movement by trains, except for securty purposes or for

purposas as pamitted by MHA.
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iv.

Inter-State Buses for public transport, except as permitted by MHA.
Metro rail services.

Iinter-State movemant of individuals except for mecical reasons or for activities
as pemitted by MHA.

All schools, colleges, educational trainingl coaching institutions etc. However,
online/ distance leaming shall be permitied.

Haspitality services cther than these used for housing health! polics/
Government officials/ healthcare workers, stranded persons including tourists,
ancd those used for quarantine facilities

All cinema halls, shopping malls, gymnasiums, sports complexes, swimming
pools. entertainment parks, theaires. bars and auditoriums, assembly halls
and similar places.

Al socialf polticall! sports/ enteriainment! academic’ cultural’ religious
functions/ other gatherings.

Al religious places! places of wership shall be closed for public. Religious
congregations are strictly prohibited.

Measures for well being and safety of pérsons

The movement of individuals, for all non-essential activities. shall remain
strictly prohibited between 7 pm 1¢ 7 am. Local authorities shall issue orders
under appropriate provisions of law, such as prohibitory orders [curfew] under
Section 144 of CrPC, for this purpose. and ensure strict compliance.

In all zones, perscens above 65 years of age, persons with co-morbidities,
pregnant women. and children below the age of 10 years, shall stay at home,
except for mesting assential requirements and for health purposes, as per the
National Directives.

In Containment Zones, Oui-Patient Departments (OPDs) and Medical clinics
shall nat be permitted to operate. However, these may be permitted to
cperate in Red, Orange and Green Zones, with social distancing norms and
other safely precautions.

Activities in Containment Zones

Strict perimeter control.

Establishment of clear entry and exit points.

Movemaent of persans only for maintaining supply of goods and services: and
for medical emergencies.

No unchecked influx of paogle and transport.

Recording of details of people moving in and out of perimeter.

Activities in Red Zones (Hotspots) [Outside Containment Zones]

Apart from the prohibited activities mentioned at Para 4. the following activities
shall not be permitied:

a. Cycle rickshaws and auto rickshaws.
b. Taxis and cab aggregators.
¢. Intra-district and inter-disfrict plying of buses.
d. Barter shops. spas and salons,
The following activities shall be permitted with restrictions as specified:

a. Movement of individuals and vehicles, only for permitted activities. Four
wheeler vehicles will have maximum two passengers besides the
vehicle driver; for two wheelers, pillion rider is not allowed.

. Industnal establishrnents in urban areas: Only Special Economic Zones

(SEZs), Export Crented Units (EOUs), industrial estates and industrial
townships with access control; Manufacturing units of essential goods,
including drugs, pharmaceuticals, medical devices. their raw matenal
and intermediates: Precuction units, which reguire continuous process,
and their supply chain, Manufacturing of 1T hardware; Jute industry with
staggered shifts and social distancing; and, Manufacturing units of
packaging material are permitted.

All industrial activities are permilted in rural areas.

Construction acivities in urban areas: Only in situ construction {(where
workers are available on site and no workers are required to be brought
in from outside) and construclion of rerewable energy projects are
permitied.

All consiruction aciivities are permitted in rural areas.

. All mallg, market complexes and markets shall remain closed in urban

areas, ie. areas within the limits of municipal cerporations and
municipalities. However, shops selling essential goods in markets and
market complexes are pemitied.

All slandalone (single) shops, neighborheed {colany) shops and shops
in rasidential complexes are permitted to remain open in urban areas,
without any distinction ot essential and non-essential.

All shops in rural areas, except in malis, are permitted to remain apen,
without any distinction of essential and non-essential.

Social distancing {2 Gaz ki daon) will be maintained in all cases.

E-commerce activities will be pemitted only in respect of essential
goods.

Private offices can operate with upte 33% strength as per requirament,
with the remaining persons working from home.

. All Govermment offices shall function with officers of the lavel of Deputy

Secretary and above io the extent of 100% strength. The remaining
staff will attend upto 33% as per requirement. However, Defense and
Security services, Health and Family Welfare, Police, Prisons, Home
Guards, Civil Defence, Fire and Emergency Services, Disaster
management and related services, NIC, Customs. FCI, NCC, NYK and
Municipal services shall function without any resrictions: delivery of
public services shall be ensured and necessary staff will be deployed
for such purpose.

Activities in Orange Zenes [Qutside Containment Zones)

Apart from the prohibited activities mentioned at Para 4, the following activities
shall not be pemitted:

Activities in Green Zones

All activites are pemmitted in Gresn Zones, except these aclivties that are
probibited under Para 4.

Buses can operate with upto 50% seating capacity.
Bus depots can operate with upto 50% capacity.

All other activities will be permlitted activities, which are not specifically
prohibited! permitted with restrictions In the various Zones, under these
guidelines. However, States/ UTs, basad on their assesament of the
situation, and with the primary objective of keeping the spread of COVID-
18 in check, may allow only select activities from out of the permitted
activities, with such restrictions as felt necessary.

All States! UTs shall allow inter-state movement of goods! cargo, including
empty trucks,

Mo Stated UT shall stap the movement of carge for cross land-border irade
under Treatias with reighbouring countries.

No separated fresh permissions are reguired from authorites for actvities
already permitted to operate under the guidelines on Lackdawn measures ug ta
hMay 3 2020, Thae following Standard Operating Pretacols (SOPs) issuad by
MHA will continue fo operate:

S0P on transit arrangement for foreign nafionalis) in indiaz and release of
quarantine persons, issued vide COrder dated April 02, 2020,

SOP on mevement of stranded labour within States! UTs, issued vids Order
dated Aprl 18 2020,

SCF on sign-on and sign-off of Indian seafarers, issued vide Order dated April
21, 2020

S0P an movermnent of stranded migrant workers, pilgrims, tourists. students
and other parsons, issusd vide Order dated April 29, 2020,

S0OF on movemeant of stranded migrant workers, pilgrims, tourists, sludents
and other persons by train, ssusd vide Crder dated May 01, 2020

Strict enforcement of the lockdown guidelines

State/ UT Governments shall not dilute these puidelines issued urder the
Disazter Management Aot 2005, in any manner, and shall strictly enforce the
SAMmE.

Instructions for enforcement of above lockdown measures:

All the district magistrates shall strictly enferce the above lockdown measures
and the Mational Directives for COVID 1% Management, for public and work
places. as specified in Annexure L.

In arder to implement these containment measures, the District Magistrate wil
deploy Executive Magisirates as Incident Commanders in the respective local
(urisdicions.  The Incident Commander will be responsible for the overall
Implementation of these measures in their respective jurizdictions Al other
line department officials in the specified area will work under the directions of
zuch Incident Commander. The Incident Commander will issue passes for
enabling essential movements as explained.

The Incident Commanders will In particular ensure Wat all efforis for
rabilization of resources, workers and material for avomentation and
expansion of hospital infrastructure shall continue without any hindrance.

Any person violating these lockdown measures and the Mational Directives tor
COVID-19 Management will be liable to be proceeded against as per the
provisions of Section 51 to 20 of the Disaster Management Act, 2005, besides
legal action under Sec. 185 of the IPC. and other legal provisions as applicable.

Natlonal Directives for COVID-19 Management

PUBLIC PLACES

Wearng of face cover is compulsery in all public places.

All perzons in charge of public places and bansport shall ensure social
distancing as per the guidelines issusd by Ministry of Health and Family
VWelfars.

Mo organization’ manager of public place shall allow gatharing of 5 or more
persons.

Marriages related gatharirgs shall ensure social distancing, and the maximum
nurmber of guests allowed shall not be more than 50.

Funeral! last rites related gatherngs shall ensure social distancing, and the
maximurn numbers allowed ghall not be more than 20,

Spiting in public places shall be punishable with fine. as may be prescribad by
the Stated/ UT local authority,

Consumption of liguor, paan, guiks, tobacco ete. in public places is not allowed.

Shops selling liquor, paan, gutks, tobacco etc. will ensure minimum six fast
distance (2 gaz & doow) from each ather, and alse ensure thal not maore than 5
persans are present at one time at the shop.

Fersongs above BS years of age, persons with co-morbidifies. cregnant wamen
and children below the age of 10 years shall stay at home, except for meeting
essential requirements anc for health purposes.

Use of Argya Sefu app shall be made mandatory for all employees. hoth
private and public. It shall ba the respansibility of the Head of the respective
Crganizations ta ensure 100% coverage of this app among the employees.

Large physical meatings to be avaoided.

Hospitals! clinics in the nearby areas, which are authorized to freat COVID-10
patients, should be identified and list should be available at work place all the
times. Emgloyees shawing any symptom of COVID-12 should be imnmed iately
sent for check up 1o such faciliies. Quarantine areas should be earmarked for
isolating employeas showing symptoms till they are safely moved to the medical

facilities.

Annexure il
Offences and Penalties for Violation of Lockdown Measures

Section 51 to 60 of the Disaster Management Act, 2005
§1. Punishment for obstruction, stc.—\Whoever, without reasonable cause

(a) obstructs any officer or employee of the Central Government or the
State Govemment, or a person authorised by the National Authority or
State Autherity or Distrct Authority in the discharge of his functions
uncer this Act; or

(D) refuses fo comply with any direction given by or on behalf of the Central
Government or lhe State Govemment or the National Executive
Committee or the State Executive Committee or the District Authority
under this Act,

shall on conviction be punishable with imprisonment for a term which may
extend to one year or with fine, or with both, and if such obstruction or refusal
to comply with directions results in loss of lives or imminent danger thereof,
shall on conviction be punishable with imgrisonment for a term which may
extend to two years.

52. Punishment for false claim —\Whoever knowingly makes a claim
which he knows or has reason to believe to be false for obtaining any relief,
assistance, repair, reconstruction or other benefits consaquent to disaster from
any officer of the Central Government, the State Gevernment, the National
Authority, the State Authority or the District Authority, shall, on conviction be
punishable with imprisonment for & term which may extend to two years, and
also with fine.

53. Punishment for misappropriation of money or materials, etc.—
Wheeaver, being entrusted with any money or materials, or othenwise being. in
custody of, or deminicn over, any maney or gocds, meant for providing relief in
any threatening disaster situation or disaster. misappropriates or appropriates
for his own use or disposes of such money or materials or any part thereof or
wilfully compels any other parsen so to do, shall on conviction be punishable
with imprisonment for a term which may extend to twe years, and also with
fine.

54. Punishment for false waming.—\Whaoever makes or circulates a
false alarm or warning as to disaster or its severity or magnitude, leading to
panic, shall on conviction, be punishable with imprisonment which may extend
to one year or with fine.

55. Offences by Departments of the Government.—{1) Where an
cffence under this Act has been committed by any Department of the
Government, the head of the Department shall be deemed to be guilty of the
offence and shall be liable to be proceeded against and punished accordingly
unless he proves that the offence was committed without his knowledge or
that he exercised all due diligence te prevent the commission of such offence.

{2) Notwithstanding anything contained in suk-section (1), where an
offence under ‘this Act has been committed by a Department of the
Government and it is proved that the offence has been committed with the
consent or connivance of, or is attrinutable to any neglect on the part of. any
officer, other than the head of the Department, such officer shall be deemed ta
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be guilty of that offence and shall be liable to be proceeded against and
punished accordingly.

56. Failure of officer in duty or his connivance at the contravention
of the provisions of this Act—Any cfficer, on whom any duty has been
imposed by or under this Act and who ceases or refuses 1o perform or
withdraws hirmself from the duties of his offics shall, unless he has obtained
the express written permission of his official superior or has other lawful
excuse for s¢ doing, be punishable with imprisonment for a term which may
extend to one year or with fins.

57. Penalty for contravention of any order regarding
requisitioning.—If any person contravenes any order made under section 85,
he shall be punishable with imprisonment for a term which may extend ¢ one
year or with fine or with both.

58. Offence by companies.—(1) Where an offence under this Act has
been committed by a company or body corporate, every person who at the
time the offence was committed, was in charge of, and was respensible to, the
company, for the conduct of the business of the company, as well as the
company, shall be deemed to be guilty of the contravention and shall be liable
ta be procesded against and punished accordingly:

Provided that nothing in this sub-section shall render any such gerson
liable to any punishment provided in this Act, if he proves that the offence was
commitied without his knowledge or that he exercisad due diligence to prevent
the commission of such offence.

{2) Nctwithstanding anything contained in sub-section (1), where an
offence under this Act has been committed by a company, and it is proved that
the offence was committed with the consent or connivance of or is attrioutable
to any neglect on the part of any director, manager. secretary or other officer
of the company, such director, manager, secretary or other officer shall also.
be deemed to be guilty of that offence and shall be liable to be proceeded
against and punished accordingly.

Expianation —Far the purpose of this section—

L ‘company”’ means any body corporate and includes a firm or
other association of individuals; and
il. 'director®, in relation to a firm, means a partner in the firm.

58. Previous sanction for prosecution.—No prosecution for offences
punishable under sectons 55 and 56 shall be instituted except with the
previous sanction of the Central Government or the State Gavernment, as the
case may be, or of any officer authorised in this behalf, by general or special
order, by such Governmant.

60. Cognizance of offences.—No court shall take cognizance of an
effence under this Act except on a complaint made by—

(a)  the National Authority, the State Authority, the Central
Government, the State Government. the District Authority or any
other authority or officer authorised in this behalf by that Authority
or Govemmaent, as the case may be; or

ib)  any person wha has given nctice of not less than thirty days in the
manner prescribed, of the alleged offence and his intention to
make a complaint to the National Authority, the State Autharity, the
Central Govemment, the State Government, the District Authonty
or any cther autharsity or officer authorised as aforesaid.
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Section 188 in the Indian Penal Code, 1860

188. Disobedience to order duly promuigated by public servant—
Whoever, knowing that by an order promulgated by a public servant lawfully
ampowered lo promulgate such orcer, he s directed te abstain from a certain
act. or to take certain order with certain property in his possession or under his
management, disobeys such direction, shall, if such disocbedience causes or
tends fc cause obstuction. annoyance or injury, or risk of obstruction,
annoyance or injury, to any person lawfully employed, be punished with simple
imprigonment for a term which may extend to one month or with fine which
may extend lo two hundred rupees or with both; and if such discbedience
causes or trends to cause darger to human life, health or safety, or causes or
tends to cause a riot or affray, shall be punished with imgriscnment cf either
description for a term which may extend to six months, or with fine which may
extend f¢ one thousand rupees, ar with both.

Explanation—It is not necessary that the offender should intend to
produce harm. or contemplate his disobedience as likely to produce
ham. It is sufficient that he knows of the order which he disobeys. and
that his disobedience producas, or is likely to produce, harm.

Nustrafion

An order is promulgated by a public servant lawfully empowered to
promulgate such order, directing that a religious procession shall not
pass down a cerain street. A knowingly disobeys the order, and
thereby causes danger of rict. A has committed the offence defined in
this section.
